Course Information:

This course provides instruction on the broad field of horticulture with emphasis on the scientific and technical knowledge for a career in horticulture. Topics in this course include plant growth and development, plant nutrition, media selection, basic plant identification, pest management, chemical disposal, customer relations, career opportunities, and leadership development. Skills in biology, chemistry, and algebra are reinforced in this course. Work-based learning strategies appropriate for this course are agriscience projects, internships, and supervised agricultural experience. Supervised agricultural experience programs and FFA leadership activities are integral components of the course and provide many opportunities for practical application of instructional competencies.
Class Outline
Class Guidelines:

1. All students are expected to respect the teacher, fellow classmates, and the school equipment.

2. All students will remain quiet during announcements and when the teacher is talking.

This course will require students to participate in laboratory activities, work experiences and field trips.  Students must have a safety contract with the appropriate signatures on file with the teacher before participating in any out of class activity.  A school insurance policy and/or a private policy is required for students taking this course.

All students are highly encouraged to participate in the FFA Organization.  Some opportunities offered by the FFA are local activities, career development events, travel and awards.  The local chapter meets every month with a banquet in May.  FFA dues are $5.00 per student.  When the class reaches 100% FFA membership, students will have a class period cookout.

Supervised Agricultural Experience Program (SAE):

SAE is a planned, practical activity conducted outside of class time in which students develop and apply agricultural knowledge and skills. Examples may include starting and running an agricultural related enterprise, placement into an agribusiness occupation, or conducting agricultural experiments using scientific processes. Students will make class presentations about their SAEs at the end of each grading period before their classmates.
